** FOR STUDENTS ENTERING GRADE 9 IN 2009:  Students must have a score of 65 or above on five required exams for the Regents Diploma.
Footnotes

(a) 4 credits required, including 1 unit of US History and Government and ½ unit each in participation in government and economics.

(b) Students may meet the learning standards in technology either through a course in technology education or through an integrated course combining technology with mathematics and/or science.  A commencement-level course in technology education may be used as the third unit of credit in science or mathematics, but not both.

(c) The Arts include dance, music, theater, and visual arts.

(d) Only those students completing a sequence of not less than 5 units of credit in career and technology education (CTE) or The Arts, may substitute another 3-unit or 5-unit sequence in place of the 3 units in a Language Other Than English (LOTE).

(e) To earn the advanced designation, the student must complete one of the following:

· A language other than English (total of 3units)
· CTE (5 credits), plus one credit in a LOTE
· The arts (5 credits), plus one credit in a LOTE

SWD SAFTEY NET: Students with disabilities, who enter grade 9 on or after 1999 and prior to 2010 and fail Regents exams in English, Math, Global or US History, or Science, may meet requirements for a local diploma by passing the corresponding RCT.

(g)      By scoring 65 on the Algebra Regents Exam 

(h)      By scoring 65 on the Geometry and Trigonometry Regents Exams

Students who first enter grade nine in September 2009 and thereafter who complete all course       
work and testing requirements for the Regents diploma with advanced designation in mathematics 
and/or science, and who pass, with a score of 85 or better, three commencement level Regents 
examinations in mathematics and/or three commencement level Regents examinations in science, 
will earn a Regents diploma with advanced designation, with an annotation on the diploma that 
denotes mastery in mathematics and/or science, as applicable.

Students will earn a Diploma with HONOR if they achieve an Average Score of 90% or above on the 5 or 9 Regents Exams.
